Having a nomenclature 
toolkit to describe lesions when 
consulting with teams, confidently 
consider a range of differentials and 
begin treatment for common 
dermatological complaints are 
desirable skills for any doctor in 
training.

Will Errington Ear nose and throat presentations are 
common in both paediatric 
presentations and adult cohorts. 
Understanding the underlying 
causative organisms and the 
relationship between treatment and 
outcomes is important. Being 
proficient in both examination and 
management will enable doctors in 
training to initiate treatment and 
identify when to seek help.

Uncertainty in clinical practice can 
often be due to complex, 
undifferentiated and ambiguous 
clinical presentations. Understanding 
why doctors rank a provisional 
diagnosis above differential diagnoses 
is a key lifelong learning skill. Gaining 
confidence in sitting with uncertainty 
whilst ruling out red flag presentations 
and safety netting is one such skill.  
By the end of this session, you will be 
able to: 
1.Understand the impact and causes 
of clinical uncertainty  
2. Understand how your own approach 
to dealing with uncertainty fits with 
current practice  
3. Develop a concise toolkit for dealing
